	 A 30m steel tower as shown in Attachment 5.
	 A combination of Dual Pole Parabolic Antennas (Dishes) and Sector Antennas as shown in Attachment 6.
	 A sea container housing the communications equipment; and
	 Solar panels to power the system on the roof of the sea container.
	The tower will be near the western boundary of the subject land as shown in the Site Plan in Attachment 4. The tower and associated infrastructure will occupy an area of approximately 400m2. No fencing is proposed as part of the project, however, can ...
	The subject land is located within the mapped remnant vegetation, however, no vegetation clearing is required for the construction of the tower.
	Access to the site will be via Smith Road via a laneway system onto an internal all-weather farm access track through the property as shown in the Site Plan. Access to the site during construction will amount to one semi-trailer accessing the site on ...
	At the completion of construction, it is highly unlikely that the applicant will be required to access the site for ongoing maintenance as much can be undertaken via the remote access software by our experienced and qualified technicians. However, if ...
